The contact name, country, farm name, telephone number, fax number and email address are stored in the database. The information is provided by the farmer. 
2. Why the information is being collected. 
The farmer contact information is collected so that coffee buyers (businesses) can contact coffee farmers to purchase their bird friendly coffee.
The seller contact information is collected so that the public can purchase bird friendly coffee. 
The certifier contact information is collected so that coffee farmers can contact the certifier to get their farm certified as bird friendly. 
3. The intended use of the information.  
The information is used to promote the bird friendly coffee program by facilitating contact between buyers and sellers. 
4. With whom the information will be shared. 
This contact information will appear on the Web site for the National Zoo Migratory Bird Center and is all available to the general public as well as the staff at the Smithsonian. Only limited staff at the Migratory Bird Center have rights to update the database.
5. What notice or opportunities for consent would be provided to individuals regarding what information is collected and how that information is shared.
